Public hearing of project proposed by M/S Western Integrated Waste Management

(CHWTSDF) at village Patrapada, Parjang Tahsil of Dhenkanal District was conducted on
dated 08" September 2021 at 11:00AM at the scheduled location Nimatail Cricket
Playground, Patarapada (Khata No. 1023, Plot No. 41) of Parjang Tahsil in The District Of
Dhenkanal as per EIA Notification, 20086.

As per EIA Notification S.O 1533 (E) Dtd. 14-09-2006, notice for public hearing of
M/S Western Integrated Waste Management Facility Pvt. Ltd for establishment of Common
Hazardous Waste Treatment, Storage and Disposal Facility (CHWTSDF) at village
Patrapada, Parjang Tahsil of Dhenkanal District was published in Odia Daily “The Dharitri’
on dtd 05.08.2021 and English daily “The Times of India’ on dtd.05.08.2021. It was also
publicized at the office notice Board of Patarapada Gram Panchayat office, BDO Office at
Parjang, Tahasil Office Parjang, Jilla Parisad Office Dhenkanal and local villages of
kamara, Kandarsingha, Mendhapada, katabahala, Lodhani, Badakamara and Sanakamara
etc. The notice for public hearing was also displayed in the portal of SPCB website

www.ospcboard.org for public information and comments.

’Sri Sashank Sekhar Dash, Additional District Magistrate, Dhenkanal District,
supervised and presided over the meeting and was assisted by Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick,

Regional officer, State Pollution Control Board, Angul and the representative of State

Pollution Controi Board, Odisha, Bhubaneswar.
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At the outset Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, SPC Board, Angul welcome
the other panel member, representative of the proponent and the public, gave an
introduction about the guidelines to be followed for the public hearing in the light of EIA
Notifications 2006 in respect of Environmental impact assessment of project proposed by
M/S Western Integrated Waste Management Facility Pvt. Ltd for common hazardous Waste
Treatment, Storage and Disposal Facility (CHWTSDF) at village Patrapada, Parjang Tahsil
of Dhenkanal District.

Sri Mitu Behera, Consultant of M/S Western Integrated Waste Management Facility
Ltd for common hazardous Waste Treatment, Storage and Disposal Facility (CHWTSDF) at
village Patrapada and on behalf of the proponent he addressed the panel members and
assembled public and gave a brief description about the proposed project. On behalf of the
proponent, he also briefed about the proposed peripheral development work that would be
taken up in this area and made a presentation about the environmental management,
pollution control measures, solid waste-management of the proposed project to meet the
prescribed environmental standards of regulatory authorities to safeguard the surrounding
environment. The copy of the statement of the industry read out at public hearing is

enclosed as Annexure 1.

Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, State Pollution Control Board, Regional
Office, Angul & representative of State Pollution Control Board Odisha then invited the
public to present their views about the proposed project on environmental consideration.

i.  Sri Bijendra Kumar Sahoo, President of Kandar Singha Village expressed and
apprehended that with the proposed project the villager's grazing land may be
affected, nearby villages may be affected due to environmental pollution and Minor
Irrigation project (Ganthi bandha) may be affected. He requested to the District
Administration that while considering this project the above issues may be
addressed.

i. Sri Sanjaya Kumar Sahoo, Mendhapada village expressed that he supported the
proposcd project.
iii. Sri Tima Barik, Patarapada village expressed that he supported the proposed

project.

iv. Sri Abhiram Behera, Mendhapada village expressed that he supported the
proposed project.
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v. 63 numbers separate written representations from the public in favour of
establishment of the proposed project were submitted to the panel during public
hearing which are enclosed as Annexure 2.

vi. 8ri Suresh Chandra Biswal, Patarapada village expressed that the Sarpanch of
Patarapada village has received the SPCB, Angul letter regarding conducting of
public hearing of the proposed project. He mentioned that he along with the
villagers of Patarapada, Katabahal, Mendhapada, Lodhani, Badakamar and
Sanakamar are not in favour of the proposed CHWTSDF project since
establishment of this type of project may affect the village Gochar land and cattle
would not be able to graze properly. Due to operation of the CHWTSDF, the
Mendhapada Minor Irrigation project (Ganthi bandha) may be affected. This group

of people handed over 48 numbers written representations with their. adverse

apprehensions about the project to the panel which are enclosed. as Annexure 3.

Following the COVID-19 guidelines, a tent was built in fhe: Vc')pher”\‘ field at the
scheduled location making sitting arrangements for. panel .rhembersf, ‘frép;resentaﬁves of
proponent and public to conduct public hearing and the tent was barricaded properly to
regulate the gathering and to comply with the ceiling specified by the Govt. of Odisha. After
the repeated request of ADM, Dhenkanal five people expressed their views and concerns
regarding the proposed project and others submitted written representations as mentioned
above. Then all the people who were present inside the tent left the meeting place. The
panel members waited till 12.15 PM to receive further views and comments from the pubilic,

but no more people came forward to express their views.

Then the Public present outside the tent started shouting to stop the public hearing
meeting. The ADM, Dhenkanal decided to close the activity there itself. The public hearing

meeting ended with vote of thanks to the Chair.

The videography of the proceedings of the public hearing was recorded and

submitted herewith for reference and record.
