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PROCEEDINGS OF THE PUBLIC HEARING OF M/S BURJANGO SAND QUARRY FOR EXPLOITATION OF
RIVER SAND PRODUCTION OF 2080 CUM / ANNUM OVER AN AREA OF 9.227 Ha FROM MAHENDRA
TANAYA NADI AT BURJANGO VILLAGE, RAYAGADA TEHASIL IN THE DISTRICT OF GAJAPATI HELD
ON 27.08.2021 AT 11.00 A.M. AT- GRAM PANCHAYAT OFFICE OF BURJANGO VILLAGE UNDER

RAYAGADA PANCHAYAT SAMITI, GAJAPATL

The public hearing in respect of the above project was held on 27.08.2021 as per the schedule and at the
venue in accordance with the EIA Notification S. 0. 1533 (E) dt. 14.09.2006. The public hearing with regard
to date, place and time was announced in Public Address System in nearby villages of proposed project site
and also published in Daily News Paper. The process followed for public hearing was adequate.

Er P Kar, Regional Officer, State Pollution Control Board, Rayagada welcomed the public to the hearing and
briefed about the objectives, process & procedures followed for conducting such public hearing.

Shri Sangram Sekhar Panda, OAS (S), Additional District Magistrate, Gajapati highlighted on lmportance of
such hearing & presided over the public hearing.

Sri Deba Prasad Choudhury, Project Consultant of M/s Burjango Sand Quarry has explained about the
proposed project and briefed about the Pollution Control measures to be adopted in the Project.

The following is the summary of the public hearing proceedings, reflecting all the views and concerns
expressed by the assembled public at the venue. It was recorded by the officials of the Regional Office, State

Pollution Control Board, Odisha, Rayagada.
1. Sri Gyna Ranjan Jena, Samiti Member, Karadasing Grama Panchayat

Sri Jena expressed that 1st time they are experiencing such environment as if it is meant for tender
of large mines. He informed that they are aware about the lease & they are not opposing the Lessee.
He demanded for engagement of local labours in the project to meet their livelihood & strongly
opposed the use of machineries in the sand mining. He further apprehended that there will be
accident due to transportation through vehicles & questioned on responsibility of such incidences.
He informed that fine was imposed by Tehasildar for illegal mining & appreciates the District
administration for taking steps for auction as they will be benefited & assured their cooperation for
the project. He again stressed up on engagement of local labourers for their livelihoods instead of
using machineries for mining & told they have no objection if it gets fulfilled.

2. Sri Prafulla Kumar Routa, Ward Member, Sorada

Sri Routa welcomed the project as it will increase the revenue of their Block & District but
questioned on utilisation of fund for their Gram Panchayat. He enquired about the conduct of
Pallisabha/Gramsabha for auction of sand quarry. He expressed that penalties were imposed on
them for taking sand even after getting Work Order for Pradhanmantri Abas Yojana & Biju Pacca
Yojana. He urged that they should know the activities & Revenue collection of their Panchayat &
informed that he was not aware about this Hearing. Further he again wanted to know about
conduct of Gramsabha/Pallisabha for the tender of Sand quarry.

3. Sri Udith Kumar Jena, Burjango

Sri Jena expressed that they are not aware regarding to whom, when and at what cost their village
sand bed has been auctioned. He also informed that, Qrewously theze/was no advertisement about
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the auction as it is done today. He enquired about the Place, mode of sand extraction & impact on
villagers due to sand mining & drew attention on it. .

He also enquired about the name of Lessee, the amount of the auction & questioned that whether
the Lessee belongs to their Block or Panchayat. He urged that if tender will be given to their Block or
Panchayat people they will contact him for safety of their village & will be benefitted. He requested
to disclose about when & to whom auction was awarded.

4. Smt Pratima Biswal, Sarpanch, Koradasing

Smt Biswal supported the version of previous speakers & informed that the proposal was not passed
in Gramsabha or in Pallisabha. She emphasised on engagement of local villagers for mining instead of
Machineries, so that they can get good wages. She regretted for not informing the public of her
Panchayat regarding the tender of Sand Quarry.

The Regional Officer, SPCB, Rayagada read over the issues raised by the public in the hearing and
Sri Deba Prasad Choudhury, Project Consultant of M/s Burjango Sand Quarry responded to the issues
raised.

Shri Sangram Sekhar Panda, OAS (S}, ADM, Gajapati has given concluding remarks on the hearing
and elaborated the process to be followed for submission of the proceeding to the SEIAA, Bhubaneswar
for further action. He extended thanks to the public participated in the hearing and for offering their
views, suggestions and objections.

The issues raised by the public and corresponding comments of the applicant were prepared in
Odia and English and it is annexed with the proceedings as Annexure-1 & II respectively, list of the oral
deliberators and participants in the hearing is annexed as Annexure-III& IV respectively. One number of
written representations received through mail from villagers of Burjango and annexed as Annexure-V.
The videography of proceedings are recorded and submitted as DVD (One number).

Issues raised by the public in Hearing meeting

Response of the Project Proponent

Environmental Problem and its adverse impact

i.Dust problem due to transportation in village
roads.

ii.Extraction of sand by machineries

iii. Responsibility in case of road accident due to
movement of transportation vehicles.

i.The project proponent replied that to
overcome the dust problem dust suppression
measures like water sprinkling will be done on
the roads as well as mining site in regular
interval. No overloading will be done at any
moment. Vehicles are covered by tarpaulins
during transportation of sands. This will decrease
the dust emission by 75%.

ii.The project proponent replied that mining will
be done manually; no machineries will be used
as per the approved mining pian. Moreover, well
maintained vehicles will be used in order to
reduce the noise during movement of vehicles.

iii.The project proponent replied that First Aid
facilities have been provide for the workers.

Peripheral development

i.Engagement of local villagers/laboures in sand
mining for improvement of livelihood.

ii. Conduct of Gramasabha for sand mining.

iii.Information to public regarding details auction
for sand mining.

i.Employment opportunity will be provided to
the nearby villagers during operation phase and
CSR activity will also provide in consultation with
local gram panchayat.

ii. The Addl. District Magistrate, Gajapati has
given his consent to conduct the GramSabha to
the Local Sarpanch for smooth operation of
Mining.

iii. The Tahsildar, Rayagad has given the detail
information regarding auction of sand mining,
which is also available for public in Tahsil office,
