Public hearing in respect of Environmental Assessment of project proposed by the
Tahsildar Kamakhyanagar for Kantio-Putasahi Sand QUarry over Brahmani River over
an area of 5.06 Ha.

Sri Sasanka Sekhar Dash, Additional District Magistrate, Dhenkanal District, supervised
and presided over the meeting, assisted by Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional officer,
State Poliution Control Board, Angul and the representative of State Pollution Control

Board, Odisha, Bhubaneswar.

At the outset Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, SPC Board, Angul weicome the
other panel member and the public, gave a introduction about the guidelines to be
followed for the public hearing in the light of EIA Notifications 2006 in respect of

Environmental Assessment of project proposed by the Tahsildar Kamakhyanagar for
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Kantio-Putasahi Sand Quarry over Brahmani River over an area of 5.06 Ha. At/Mauza-
Kantio-Putasahi, Kamakhyanagar Tahasil of Dhenkanal District.

Sri Santosh Kumar Sahu, Consultant, Rightsource Industrial Solutions Pvt. Ltd. on
behalf of the proponent addressed the committee members and assembled public and
gave a brief description about the proposed project. He also briefed about Kantio-
Putasahi Sand Quarry over Brahmani River over an area of 5.06 Ha. At/Mauza- Kantio-
Putasahi, Kamakhyanagar Tahasil of Dhenkanal District. He also briefed about the
peripheral development work that had been taken up in this area, and made a
presentation about the environmental management, pollution control measures, solid
waste-management of the related project. The copy of the statement of the industry

read out at public hearing proceedings is enclosed.

Regarding public hearing in respect of Environmental Assessment of project proposed
by the Tahsildar Kamakhyanagar for Kantio-Putasahi Sand Quarry over Brahmani River
over an area of 5.06 Ha. AtVMauza- Kantio-Putasahi, Kamakhyanagar Tahasil of
Dhenkanal Districtwas publicized at the office notice Board of Kantio-Putasahi Gram
Panchayat office notice Board, BDO Office at Kamakhyanagar, Zilla Parisad (Zone-2)
Office, Kamakhyanagar , Tahasil office notice board, Kamakhyanagar, Sub Collector,
Kamakhyanagar officel and Kantio-Putasahi village.

Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, State Pollution Control Board, Regional
Office, Angul & representative of State Pollution Control Board Odisha then invited the
public to present their views about the proposed project on envircnmental consideration.

The views expressed by various speakers are as follows:

1 | Sri Pandaba Pradhan, Kantio-Putasahi village
He expressed that as the sand mine situated within the Kantio- Putasahi village

premises and during the course of sand mining the villagers shall be provided

| sand with free of cost. He also requested to the District Administration that
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during School time there should not be any movement of sand loaded trucks
within the School road premises. He finally told that the project proponent shall
take proper care for developing the village road.

Sri Baikuntha Das, Kantio-Putasahi village

He told that Sarpanch of this Panchayat may be invited. Then he expressed
that the kantio-Putasahi villagers are living peacefully. He mentioned that if the
sand mining tendering process starts, the villagers as well as thousands of
domestic cattle will facé so0 many problems and accident cannot be ruled out.
He does not want tendering process of Kantio Putasahi village sand quarry.

Sri Bikramaditya Panda, Kantio-Putasahi village

He expressed that to reach the kantion Putasahi sand mining area there is no
Government road exists. There is a single road exists within the village which is
being used by villagers, children’s and domestic cattle’s. If the sand mining
starts the villagers will face many problems. He also mentioned that some of
the villagers are not aware about the public hearing. He finally told that the
sand mining activity should not start in Kantio Putasahi Sand quarry.

Sri Pradyumna Kumar Sahoo, Kantio-Putasahi village

He expressed his happiness about the sand mining project and he supported |

the sand mining project. He mentioned that if the sand mining projects starts
the poor people of kantion-Putasahi village will be benefitted in respect to
employment and development of poor villagers lifestyle. He requested to

maintain adequate pollution control measures and strict adherence of sand

mining guideline.

Sri Dinabandhu Sahoo, Kantio-Putasahi village

He expressed that the sand mining area which have selected at kantio Putasahi

village belongs to Sri Baishnav Sahoo, Pradeep Dalai and Sri Nanda Sahoo

family and it is a private land. If sand mining starts there, villagers will face

many problems and subsequently Elephants may damage their crops which are |

growing nearby sand mining area.

' Sri Pranabandhu Barik, Kantio-Putasahi village

"He expressed that he will not interfere the tendering process of sand mining
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process. But pointed out that previously there were illegal sand mining

happened and for which different voids created. The voids are filled with water |

and people facing many problems. He finally told that he will not object the
tendering process of sand mining if adequate measures followed during mining
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process.
7 | Pradeep Dalai, Kantio-Putasahi village
He expressed that the area selected for sand mining belongs to his own land.
He mentioned that at any cost he will not give any permission to start sand
mining to his own land.
8 | Sri Kishore Chandra Sahoo, Kantio-Putasahi village
He supported the kantio Putasahi sand mining project. He expressed that
opening of sand mine & production will lead to more development of
surrounding villages and more employment generation of the area. He
requested to engage himself in sand mining as a worker.
9 | Sri Pramod Sahoo, Kantio-Putasahi village
He expressed that if the sand mining starts the nearby Ravi crop production
may be effected. He does not want to start sand mining project of kantio
Putasahi village.
10 | Sri Gokulananda Behera, Kantio-Putasahi village
He expressed that he belongs to a poor family and he has only one son. He
constructed a small house near to road side. If sand mining starts and due to
movement of sand loaded trucks his house may effected. There is only singble
road which approaches from the village to sand quarry. He finally told that the
sand mining activity should not start in Kantio Putasahi Sand quarry.
11 | Sri Mangala Senapati, Kantio-Putasahi village
Without elaborating anything in detail he expressed that he will apprise detail
| information about the sand mining project to Collector and District Magistrate,
Dhenkanal. |
12 | Sri Santosh Senapati, Kantio-Putasahi village |

i He mentioned that there is 6(_].&_.6;&_&5 exists “io'mapproach the sand miningﬁf



area and during movement of sand loaded vehicles, the road may be
deteriorate and may cause injury to the villagers. So he urged that local
administration / proponent /lessee should develop a separate road and then
consider for sand mining operation. He is not in favour of Kantio Putasahi sand

quarry.

13 | Sri Surya Kanta Pradhan, Kantio-Putasahi village

He mentioned that previously many contractors illegally operated Sand mining
of kantio Putasahi village and damaged the village road due to plying of sand
loaded vehicles. He requested the district administration to visit the approach
road of sand mining area of Kantio Putasahi village and accordingly District
Administration decide how to repair the road. Without proper road facility they

will not consider for sand mining.

14 | Sri Prabhakara Prusty, Kantio-Putasahi village

He requested the District Administration to verify the condition of approach road
which connects from kantio Putasahi village to Sand mining quarry area.
Accordingly, District Administration should decide how to operate the sand

mining quarry of kantio Putasahi village.

15 | Sri Bishnu Parida, Kantio-Putasahi village

He expressed that last one and half year he couldn’t able to approach his farm
land. He has no other source of income. He requested to the Government to

consider his unemployment problem.

Observation:

Generation of local employment opportunity, repair and maintenance of village road,

adequate air and water pollution control measures etc. were the most important issues

emerged during the discussion.

Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, State Pollution Control Board, Angul &
representative of State Pollution Control Board, Odisha, prepared the summary of the
public hearing proceedings accurately reflecting the views and concerns expressed by

the speakers with the inclusion of comments of the appiicant read over to the audience
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at the end of the meeting explaining the contents in the ODIA Language and the agreed
minutes of public hearing meeting was prepared. The statement of issues and concerns
of public with the comments of applicant, prepared in Odia and English language is

annexed herewith separately.

Magistrate, Dhenkanal District, ratified the minutes of meeting and with the views and
demands of public.

ISSUES RAISED BY PUBLIC

COMMENT OF APPLICANT

The issues raised at the public hearing
meeting are mainly two fold. These are
issues concerning to pollution due to
proposed sand mining activity and its
mitigation and issues relating to
development of the area i. e, peripheral
development.

The issues concerning to control of
poliution are
1. Dust suppression and water

pollution control
The issues concerning to development of
the area are:-
2. Local employment opportunity.
3. Provision for repair and

maintenance of village roads
4. Strict adherence of sand mining

guideline.

Sri Sanjay Rout, Tahsildar, Kamakhya

Nagar on behalf of the proponent who

was present at the public hearing gave

his comments to certain demands raised
by public as follows.

1. Water pollution control management
practices will be complied as per
norms of the State Government and
as per the provision of Environment
Protection Act.

2. Regarding employment issue he
expressed that the locals will be given
priority in employment.

3. To keep the village road in good
condition, infrastructure facilities will
be provided by the District
Administration.

4. During sand mining Government

guideline will be followed properly.
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
