Sri Sasanka Sekhar Dash, Additional District Magistrate, Dhenkanal District, supervised
and presided over the meeting, assisted by Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional officer,
State Pollution Control Board, Angul and the representative of State Pollution Control

Board, Odisha, Bhubaneswar.

At the outset Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, SPC Board, Angul welcome the
other panel member and the public, gave a introduction about the guidelines to be
followed for the public hearing in the light of EIA Notifications 2006 in respect of
Environmental Assessment of project proposed by the Tahasildar Parjang for Kulei
Sand Quarry over an area of 20.234 Ha. At/Mauza- Kulei, Parjang-Tahasil of Dhenkanal

District.

Sri Deba Prasad Choudhury, Consultant, Rightsource Industrial Solutions Pvt. Ltd. on
behalf of the proponent addressed the committee members and assembled public and
gave a brief description about the proposed project. He also briefed about Kulei Sand
Quarry over an area of 20.234 Ha. At/Mauza- Kulei, ParjangTahasil of Dhenkanal
District. He also briefed about the peripheral development work that will be taken up in
this area, and made a presentation about the environmental management, pollution
control measures, solid waste-management of the related project. The copy of the
statement of the industry read out at public hearing proceedings is enclosed.

Regarding Public hearing in respect of Environmental Assessment of project proposed
by the Tahasilder Parjang for Kulei Sand Quarry over an area of 20.234 Ha. AtMauza-
Kulei, Parjang Tahasil of Dhenkanal District was publicized at the office notice Board of
Gengutia Gram Panchayat office notice Board, BDO Office at Parjang, Zilla Parisad
(Zone-1) Office, Kamakhyanagar, Tahasil office notice Board, Parjang, Sub Collector,
Kamakhyanagar office and Kulei village.

Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, State Pollution Control Board, Regional
Office, Angul & representative of State Pollution Control Board Odisha then invited the
public to present their views about the proposed project on environmental consideration.

The views expressed by various speakers are as follows:

1 | Sri Kalundi Charan Jena, Kulei village

He expressed that this Kulei sand quarry is close proximity to village temple. He
also expressed that their village is coming under flood prone zone. He
requested to the District Administration that although 20.234 Ha has been
demarcated for sand mining activity but as concerned to village temple which is
situated close proximity to river, proper distance shall be maintained before
starting the mining activity in Kulei sand quarry. He also mentioned that the
project proponent has briefed about the peripheral development work that will
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be taken up in this area which needs to be discussed properly in presence of

village committee.

Sri  Uschhab Jena, Kulei village

He expressed that the project consultant has briefed about the project details
withSustainable development in terms of environmental considerations. He
mentioned that Kulei sand mine has earlier operated by the villagers and this is
the first time Government has taken initiative to operate this sand quarry. He
supported the proposed mining project but he urged to the District
Administration that before going to mining activity the villagers want to have a

detail discussion with the project proponent.

Sri Narottam Jena, Kulei village

He also expressed that their village is coming under flood prone zone. He
urged to the District Administration that during sand mining activity the mine
proponent should follow the guideline in all respect and to ensure that sand
mining is done in environmentally sustainable and socially responsibie manner.

Sri Minaketan Jena, Kuiei village

He expressed that this is the first time District Administration is doing auction
for sand mining project. Till date un-regulated Kulei village sand mining has
resulted in the erosion of the river banks. Excessive sand mining can alter the
river bed, force the river to change course, erode banks and lead to
flooding. He appreciated the Government for taking necessary steps towards |
auction of sand mining project. He apprehended that dust pollution may occur
during movement of sand loaded vehicles within the village road. He mentioned
that to whom they will complaint if they observe dust pollution during plying of
vehicles. He finally told that he wiil support the river sand mining project subject

to there should not be any violation of sand mining guideline.

Sri Sumanta Kumar Jena, Sarpanch, Gengutia Gram Panchayat

He supported the sand mining project. He mentioned that due to movement of |
sand loaded vehicles, there may be every possibility of the roads getting
damaged. He told that after following the guideline mining work shall continue
and he urged to the District Administration that due care shall be taken if there
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is any damage in the village road.

Sri Ganswar Jena, Kulei village Vice President

He supported the sand mining project and views expressed by previous
speakers. He also expressed that their village is coming under flood prone
zone. He requested that the mine proponent should not make any violation
with respect to whatever plot no. and khata no. has mention for sand mining
project at the Kulei sand quarry. With the mining activity priority shail be
peripheral development like development of roads, health check up facility,
water sprinkling facility on village roads and repair and maintenance of village
roads. Finally he urged to the District Administration that during sand mining
activity the mine proponent should follow the guideline in all respect and to
ensure that sand mining is done in environmentally sustainable and socially

responsible manner.

Observation:

Generation of local employment opportunity, repair and maintenance of village road,
strictly follow of sand mining guideline, adequate air and water pollution control
measures, adequate depth of mining, maintain adequate distance from the bank of river
and a forestation etc. were the most important issues emerged during the discussicn.

Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, State Pollution Control Board, Angul &
representative of State Pollution Control Board, Odisha, prepared the summary of the
public hearing proceedings accurately reflecling the views and concemns expressed by
the speakers with the inclusion of comments of the applicant read over to the audience
at the end of the meeting explaining the contents in the ODIA Language and the agreed
minutes of public hearing meeting was prepared. The statement of issues and concerns
of public with the comments of applicant, prepared in Odia and English language is

annexed herewith separately.
