Sri Sasanka Sekhar Dash, Additional District Magistrate, Dhenkanal District, supervised
and presided over the meeting, assisted by Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional officer,
State Pollution Control Board, Angul and the representative of State Pollution Control

Board, Odisha, Bhubaneswar.

At the outset Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, SPC Board, Angul weicome the
other panel member and the public, gave a introduction about the guidelines to be
followed for the public hearing in the light of EIA Notifications 2006 in respect of
Environmental Assessment of project proposed by the Tahasildar Kamakhyanagar for
Ramial Sand Quarry over an area of 5742 Ha. At/Mauza- Lokanathpur Sasan,

Kamakhyanagar Tahasil of Dhenkanal District.

Sri Deba Prasad Choudhury, Consultant, Rightsource Industrial Solutions Pvt. Ltd. on

behalf of the proponent addressed the committee members and assembled public and
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gave a brief description about the proposed project. He also briefed about Ramial River
Sand quarry over an area of 5.742 Ha. AtMauza- Lokanathpur Sasan, Kamakhyanagar
Tahasil in the District of Dhenkanal. He also briefed about the peripheral development
work that had been taken up in this area, and made a presentation about the
environmental management, pollution control measures, solid waste-management of
the related project. The copy of the statement of the industry read out at public hearing

proceedings is enclosed.

Regarding public hearing of Ramial River Sand quarry over an area of 5.742 Ha.
At/Mauza- Lokanathpur Sasan, Kamakhyanagar Tahasil in the District of Dhenkanal
was publicized at the office notice Board of Badasuanlo Gram Panchayat office notice
Board, BDO Office at Kamakhyanagar, Zilla Parisad (ane-1 YOffice, Kamakhyanagar ,
Tahasil office notice board, Kamakhyanagar, Sub Collector, Kamakhyanagar office and

Loknathpur Sasan village.

Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, State Pollution Control Board, Regional
Office, Angul& representative of State Pollution Control Board Odisha then invited the
public to present their views about the proposed project on environmental consideration.

The views expressed by various speakers are as follows:

1 Sri Dasarathi Sathpathy, Loknathpur Sasan village

He expressed that the villagers of Loknathpur Sasan have constructed the
village road up to NH. The villagers also constructed village temple. This is the
only road for communication to outside and to this Temple for worship. Villagers
are completely dependent on this road. During plying of heavy vehicles loaded
with sand may deteriorate the village road. There may be the generation of
fugitive dust pollution during transportation of vehicle. He finally told that he has
no objection about the sand mining project if the District Administration provides

separate route for transportation of sand loaded vehicles.

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' He welcomed the gathering of the public hearing and also welcomed the

proposed sand mining project. He mentioned that villagers will support the
Ramial River sand mining project but there should be adequate pollution control
measures. He mentioned that during movement of sand loaded vehicles, the
road may be deteriorate and generate pot holes, uneven road surfaces which
may cause injury to the villagers. So he urged that local administration /
proponent /lessee should have provision of repair and maintenance of village
roads as and when required. If road is not properly managed villagers will face
so many difficulties. He demanded that all precautionary steps shall be followed
to keep the road in good condition by the proponent during sand mining at

Ramial river sand quarry.

Sri.Sushanta Kumar Pradhan, Loknathpur Sasan village

He requested the proponent to provide local employment. The village road shall
not be damage at any cost. Without elaborating anything in detail he supported

the sand mining project.

Sri Rajendranath Nanda, Loknathpur Sasan village

He expressed that during plying of sand carrying vehicles there may be soil
erosion of village kachha roads. Overweight caused dents and damage to the
roads. Till date Government has not taken any steps to develop this village
road. He finally told that he will support the Ramial river sand mining project
subject to (i) there should not be any violation of sand mining guideline (ii) they
should follow upto only one meter sand mining (iii) repair and maintenance of

village roads and (iv) river bank shall not be damaged.

Sri Pathani Samanta Khuntia, Loknathpur Sasan village

He expressed that that now a days sand scarcity is g_oin'g on. Due to non-
availability of sand, construction work is not properly taking place. Every person
is demanding sand for their construction work and are collecting sand from long
distances. Some of the villagers expressed that due to sand loaded vehicular

movement through the village road may get damage and there may be dust

j pollution. Movement of heavily loaded vehicles, as there was every possibility >
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"of the roads getting damaged due to the overweight He told that after following
the guideline mining work shall continue and he urged to the District
Administration that due care shall be taken if there is any damage in the village

road.

6 | Sri Arjun Pradhan, Mahupal village

He supported the views expressed by previous speakers. He mentioned that
this is the only village road when movement of sand loaded trucks will occur

during sand mining activity. This village road has been using by the villagers.
use road connecting from Ramial river sand quarry to Kamakhya Nagar
National Highway through Loknathpur Sasan village road may get damage.
He requested that District Administration that from NH to Loknathpur Sasan
village road may be developed properly. shall take proper care for developing
the village road.

Observation:

Generation of local employment opportunity, repair and maintenance of village road,
Temple road, adequate air and water pollution control and a forestation etc. were the

most important issues emerged during the discussion.

Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, State Pollution Control Board, Angul &
representative of State Pollution Control Board, Odisha, prepared the summary of the
public hearing proceedings accurately reflecting the views and concerns expressed by
the speakers with the inclusion of comments of the applicant read over to the audience
at the end of the meeting explaining the contents in the ODIA Languagé and the agreed
minutes of public hearing meeting was prepared. The statement of issues and concerns
of public with the comments of applicant, prepared in Odia and English language is

annexed herewith separately.
