At the outset Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, SPC Board, Angul welcome the
other panel member and the public, gave a introduction about the guidelines to be followed
for the public hearing in the light of EIA Notifications 2006 in respect of Environmental
Assessment of project proposed by the Tahasilder Kamakhyanagar for for Tala
Jhagadapada Sand Quarry over Brahmani River about an area of 5.06 Ha. At/Mauza- Tala

Jhagadapada village under Kamakhyanagar Tahasil of Dhenkanal District.

Sri Debabrata Choudhury, Consuitant, Right Source Industrial Solutions Pvt. Ltd. on behalf
of the proponent addressed the committee members and assembled public and gave a
brief description about the proposed project. He also briefed about Tala Jhagadapada sand

mining project over Brahmani river over an area of 5.06 Ha. Village- Tala Jhagadapada



under Kamakhyanagar Tahasil in the District of Dhenkanal. He also briefed about the
peripheral development work that had been taken up in this area, and made a presentation
about the environmental management, pollution control measures, solid waste-
management of the related project. The copy of the statement of the industry read out at

public hearing proceedings is enclosed.

As per EIA Notification S.O 1533 (E) Dtd. 14-09-2006, notice for public hearing in respect of
Tala Jhagadapada Sand Quarry over Brahmani River about an area of 5.06 Ha. AMauza-
Tala Jhagadapada village under Kamakhyanagar Tahasil of Dhenkanal District was
publicized at one English Daily newspaper and one Odia daily newspaper before one
month. It was also publicized at the office notice Board of Sogar Gram Panchayat office
notice Board, BDO Office at Kamakhyanagar, Zilla Parisad (Zone-3)Office,
Kamakhyanagar , Tahasil office notice Board, Kamakhyanagar, Sub Collector,
Kamakhyanagar office, Tala Jhagadapada village and Jhagadapada village. The notice for
public hearing was also was published in Odia Daily and English daily and displayed in the

portal of SPCB website www.ospcboard.org for public information and comments.

Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, State Pollution Control Board, Regional Office,
Angul & representative of State Pollution Control Board Odisha then invited the public to

present their views about the proposed project on environmental consideration.

The views expressed by various speakers are as follows:

1 | Sri Hrudananda Parida, Zilla Parisad Member, Zone lll, Dhenkanal

He welcomes the proposed sand mining project He expressed that the Jhagadapa
village consists of mostly small and marginal cuitivators and landless labourers.
Villagers mostly involved in paddy farming as a way of earning a living. The village
people depend on cultivation of their own land. Those who do not have sufficient land
and work as labourers to outside. He told that Govt. has taken appropriate steps
towards auction of Jhagadapada sand quarry over Brahmabni river so that sand will be
proper utilize for the development work. He requested to the District Administration that
the local villagers shall be given all types of assistance so that they wiil support sand
mining activity. Expecting better employment opportunity and further development
activities in the periphery, he made a strong opinion in favour of the proposed sand
mining project and requested to the Administration to issue Environmental Clearance |

against the proposed project. !
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Sri  Karana Behera, Jhagadapada village

He welcomed the gathering of the public hearing and also welcomed the proposed sand
mining project. He expressed that Jhagadapa is very small village and mostly poor and
does not have the provisions or financial capabilities to fulfill the minimum essential
necessities of life. Most of the households depend on manual labour for livelihood. He
mentioned that the flood waters have caused wide-spread damdge to crops and destroy
farmlands. Simultaneously local animals cause serious damage to crops. They
damaged the plants by feeding on plant parts or simply by running over the field and
trampling over the crops. He expressed that the proposed sand mining project will lead
to development in the area and also for locals. He urged to the District Administration
that with the proposed sand mining project the lessee shall provide all types of
assistance to the nearby villages. He expressed his opinion in favour of the proposed

sand mining project.

Sri Sridhar Malik, Jhagadapada village

He welcomed the gathering of the public hearing and also welcomed the proposed sand
mining project. He expressed that with the sand mining activity and production will lead
to all round development in the area. Without elaborating anything in detail he supported
the proposed sand mining project.

Sri Kandarp Malik, Jhagadapada village

He welcomed the gathering of the public hearing and also welcomed the proposed sand
mining project. He requested to the District Administration to censtruct a bathing ghat
along with dress changing room on the shores of Brahmabni river for benefit of
Jhagadapa village women.
