Public hearing of project proposed by the Tahasilder, Kamakhyanagar for Ramial
River Sand Quarry, Baligorad, over Plot No.3768/5953, Khata No.361 over an Area of
5.435ha At/Mouza - Baligorad, Tahasil - Kamakhyanagar of Dhenkanal District was
conducted on dated 08" October 2021 at 11:00AM at the scheduled location nearby Park
of Baligorad Village in the District of Dhenkanal as per EIA Notification S.0 1533 (E) Dtd. 14-09-
2006.

The panel consisted of following members:

Sri Sashank Sekhar Dash, Additional District Magistrate, Dhenkanal District,
supervised and presided over the meeting and was assisted by Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick,
Regional officer, State Pollution Control Board, Angul and the representative of State

Pollution Control Board, Odisha, Bhubaneswar.

At the outset Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, SPC Board, Angul welcome
the other panel member, representative of the proponent and the public, gave an
introduction about the guidelines to be followed for the public hearing in the light of EIA
~ Notifications 2006 in respect of Environmental impact assessment of project proposed by
the Tahasilder, Kamakhyanagar for Ramial River Sand Quarry, Baligorad, over Plot

No.3768/5953, Khata No.361 over an Area of 5.435ha At/Mouza - Baligorad, Tahasil -
Kamakhyanagar of Dhenkanal District.

Sri Debaprasad Choudhury, Consultant, M/s. Rightsource Industrial Solutions Pvt.
Ltd. on behalf of the proponent addressed the committee members and assembled public

and gave a brief description about the proposed project. He also briefed about Ramial
River Sand Quarry, Baligorad, Over an Area of 5.435ha At/Mouza - Baligorad, Tahasil -
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Kamakhyanagar in the District of Dhenkanal. He also briefed about the peripheral
development work that had been taken up in this area, and made a presentation about
the environmental management, pollution control measures, solid waste-management of
the related project. The copy of the statement of the industry read out at public hearing

proceedings is enclosed.

As per EIA Notification S.0 1533 (E) Dtd. 14-09-2006, notice for public hearing of
Ramial River Sand Quarry, Baligorad, Over an Area of 5.435ha At/Mouza - Baligorad,
Tahasil - Kamakhyanagar in the District of Dhenkanal was publicized at Baligorad Gram
Panchayat office notice Board, BDO Office at Kamakhyanagar, Zilla Parisad Office
(Zone-1), Kamakhyanagar, Tahasil office notice board, Kamakhyanagar, Sub Collector,
Kamakhyanagar Office and Baligorad village. The notice for public hearing was also was
published in Odia Daily and English daily and displayed in the portal of SPCB website

www.ospcboard.org for public information and comments.

Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, State Pollution Control Board, Regional
Office, Angul & representative of State Pollution Control Board Odisha then invited the
public to present to present their views about the proposed project on environmental

consideration.

The views expressed by various speakers are as follows:

1 | Sri Alekha Chandra Khuntia, Baligorad village

He welcomed the gathering and deliberated that project proponent has explained
all the details and pollution control measures but at later stage when project is
executed no one will bother about it. He further informed that villagers have
discussed among themselves and they demanded the proper demarcation of Plot
No.3768/5953, Khata No.361 over which quarry will be operated. Sand should not
be lifted from the private land and also should not be transported through private
land but from Government land and through Govt. roads only. If sand is transported
through present village road accidents will happen as this road is narrow. All
villagers and school going children are using this road only. Therefore, widening of
road is must needed. Safety of villagers and demarcation of land must be assured.
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Sri Baikuntha Nath Swain, Baligorad village

He welcomed the panel members & audience and informed that land along river
bank has been eroded and there is no land left for mining. They should be shown
the area for sand mining and clarified that whether it is Government or Private land
then they will be satisfied and unanimously accept the proposat. He also enquired

that who has applied for sand quarry and how the source is identified.

Sri Dasarathi Nayak, Baligorad village

He welcomed the panel members and informed that they come to know about the
public hearing through public announcement. They didn’t know about the survey
conducted in their village for sand quarry and to whom the quarry will be
auctioned. This quarry had never been auctioned to anyone; sand required for
village developmental work was being sourced by the villagers from the Ramial
River. They used to hear from their ancestors that width of Ramial River was very
narrow but now the width of the river has increased due to erosion and no one
know the whereabouts of above mentioned plot humber. They don’t know about
the path through which sand will be transported, village road and area along river
belongs to the villagers. Government should demarcate the plot number of the sand
quarry. All we here are farmers and we used to cultivate various crops but the
tractor drivers who passes through village and RD roads steals their crops at night
due to which we are very much annoyed and with upcoming project it will be

increased. We welcome this project but our concerns should be taken care off.

Sri Pramod Kumar Mallik, Baligorad village

He welcomed the panel members and demanded that the plot number of the
proposed sand quarry and the road through which sand will be transported should
first be identified and shown to the villagers. He supported the deliberation of
previous speaker that their crops are being stolen by the drivers. Therefore, they

demanded that they need the road through which sand will be transported.

Sri Daitari Swain, Baligorad village

He welcomed the panel members & villagers and also informed that there was no
sand quarry in their village and they come to know about the proposal onty through
the public announcement. He also demanded to identify and demarcate the plot
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number of the sand quarry and through which plots sand will be transported.
Whether the sand will be transported through private plot or government plot. They
should first be informed about these issues and after that, if it will be convenient

to both villagers and Govt. then the sand quarry will be operated otherwise

cancelled.

Observation:

Identification and demarcation of area of proposed sand quarry and road through which
sand will be transported, widening of village road, movement of vehicles and students
through narrow village roads, repair and maintenance of village road and stealing of their

crops, etc. were the most important issues/concerns emerged during the discussion.

Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, State Pollution Control Board, Angul &
representative of State Pollution Control Board, Odisha, prepared the summary of the
public hearing proceedings accurately reflecting the views and concerns expressed by the
speakers with the inclusion of comments of the applicant read over to the audience at
the end of the meeting explaining the contents in the ODIA Language and the agreed
minutes of public hearing meeting was prepared. The statement of issues and concerns of
public with the comments of applicant, prepared in Odia and English language is annexed

herewith separately.

The President of Public Hearing meeting Sri Sashank Sekhar Dash, Additional District
Magistrate, Dhenkanal District, ratified the minutes of meeting and with the views and
demands of public. He then delivered vote of thanks to the public for extending co-

operation in smooth conducting of the public hearing proceedings.

ISSUES RAISED BY PUBLIC

COMMENT OF APPLICANT

The issues raised at the public hearing meeting
are mainly two fold. These are issues concerning
to pollution due to proposed sand mining activity
and its mitigation and issues relating to
development of the area are

1. ldentification and demarcation of area of
proposed sand quarry and road through
which sand will be transported.

2. Traffic control near school while sand
transportation through narrow village road
to avoid road accidents.

3. Repair and maintenance of village road.

Sri Sanjay Kumar Rout, Tahasildar,
Kamakhyanagar, proponent who was
present at the public hearing gave his
comments to certain demands raised
by public as follows.

1.

Area of proposed sand quarry and
road will be identified and
demarcated and villagers will be
consulted before the execution of
the quarry.

Adequate Traffic control
measures shall be adopted all
along village roads and near
schools to avoid road accidents.

Regular repair and maintenance
of village road shall be dgne.
