Public hearing in respect of Environmental Assessment of project proposed by the
Tahasilder Kamakhyanagar for River Brahmanil Sand, Goradia sand mining project
over plot no. 3125/3142, khata no. 462 over an area of 6.07 Ha At/Mouza-Goradia
under Kamakhyanagar Tahasil of Dhenkanal District was conducted on dated 26"
October 2021 at 11:00AM at the scheduled location nearby Bali Chaturai Harijan

Sri Sashank Sekhar Dash, Additional District Magistrate, Dhenkanal District,
supervised and presided over the meeting, assisted by Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick,
Regional officer, State Pollution Control Board, Angul and the representative of State

Pollution Control Board, Odisha, Bhubaneswar.

At the outset Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, SPC Board, Angul welcome
the other panel member and the public, gave a introduction about the guidelines to
be followed for the public hearing in the light of EIA Notifications 2006 in respect of
Environmental Assessment of project proposed by the Tahasilder Kamakhyanagar
for River Brahmanil Sand, Goradia sand mining project over plot no. 3125/3142,
khata no. 462 over an area of 6.07 Ha. In village Goradia under Kamakhyanagar

Tahasil of Dhenkanal District.
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Sri Debabrata Choudhury, Consultant, Rightsource Industrial Solutions Pvi. Lid. on
behalf cf the proponent addressed the committee members and assembled public
and gave a brief description about the proposed project. He also briefed about
Goradia sand mining project over Brahmani river over an area of 6.07 Ha. Village-
Goradia under Kamakhyanagar Tahasil in the District of Dhenkanal. He also briefed
about the peripheral development work that had been taken up in this area, and
made a presentation about the environmental management, pollution control
measures, solid waste-management of the related project. The copy of the

statement of the industry read out at public hearing proceedings is enclosed.

As per EIA Notification S.O 1533 (E) Dtd. 14-09-2006, notice for public hearing in
respect of Goradia sand mining project over plot no. 3125/3142, khata no. 462 over
an area of 6.07 Ha. in village Goradia under Kamakhyanagar Tahasil of Dhenkanal
District was publicized at the office notice Board of Dighi Gram Panchayat office
notice Board, BDO Office at Kamakhyanagar, Zilla Parisad (Zone-1)Office,
Kamakhyanagar , Tahasil office notice Board, Kamakhyanagar, Sub Collector,
Kamakhyanagar officel and Goradia village and Bali Chaturai village. The notice for
public hearing was also was published in Odia Daily and English daily and displayed
in the portal of SPCB website www.ospcboard.org for public information and

comments.

Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, State Pollution Control Board, Regional
Office, Angul & representative of State Pollution Control Board Odisha then invited
the public to present their views about the proposed project on environmental

consideration.

The views expressed by various speakers are as follows:

1 | Sri Karunakar Malik, Bali Chaturai village

He expressed that the villagers of Bali Chaturai was earlier situated adjacent to
Brahmani river and it was called an sand dune island. He mentioned that due to
continuous flood in this area their village has been shifted to this Goradia area.
He told that Balichaturai and Goradia village receive floods between July and
September with the advent of the monsoon season. Floods cause heavy damage
to crops. Moreover, when the floodwater inundates their villages, it spoils the
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monsoon crops and causes a shortage of food and drinkin?\fvater. At the time of
floods, they do not even have food, safe water and sanitation. There are hardly
any toilets available on the embankments, as a result, they defecate in the open.
As there is no proper embankment so every year the firm land erosion takes and
thereby causing widening of Brahmani river. In this process their home land as
well as cultivated land joins with the river and increases river boundary. When the
discharge of river increases due to heavy rains, resulting in floodwater entering
the villages and causing heavy losses. He finally told thast Govt. has taken
appropriate steps towards auction od Goradia sand quarry so that sand will be
proper utilize for the development work. He supported the proposal. His demands

are
a) Local employment opportunity,
b) Village Tractors shall engage during sand mining activity,
c) Construction of River embankment towards Balichaturai and Goradia
village on the Bank of Brahmani river,
d) Some percentage of profit money/royalty from sand quarry shall expend
towards Lord Shiva temple of this village and development of the village.

2 | Sri Sanjay Kumar Malik, Bali Chaturai village
He welcomed the gathering of the public hearing and also welcomed the
proposed sand mining project. He supported the views expressed by previous
speaker. He demanded that the with the sand mining work, the mine authority
should provide '
a. Local employment opportunity
b. Provision for engagement of village Tractors
c. Development of village Temple
d. Water sprinkling facility at village roads for dust suppression purpose
e. Provision of manual sand mining.
He concluded that if the above mentioned demands should be fulfilled as soon as
possible by the lessee /government, then all the villagers will extend their support
with the mine proponent. He expressed his opinion in favour of the project.
3 | Sri Banadev Malik, Balichaturai village

He supported the views expressed by previous speaker. He outlines that this
village is completely flood prone area. He requested the proponent to provide
local employment. The village road shall not be damage at any cost. . He
mentioned that at many times the villagers may require sand for different
construction purpose. So he requested to the mine proponent to provide sand to
the villagers with a subsidized rate/ discount price. He requested to take
adequate water sprinkling facility at village roads for dust suppression purpose.
Whatever demands has raised by previous speaker shall be fulfilled. Without
elaborating anything in detail he supported the sand mining project.
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Sri Trilochan Malik, Bali Chaturai village

He supported the viewﬁs—éibFessed by previous speakeri&Hé mentioned that |
plantation is the only option to restrict soil erosion. Deforestation welcomes many
problems. He also mentioned he has been trying to aware the villagers for
growing / planting of more trees around the bank of river as well as vacant area
so that there will be more oxygen in this area. He is also continuously doing
seedling plantation in an around of river bank, vacant places. Villagers are cutting
trees. He demanded for a provision of local employment in the sand mining
project and engagement of village Tractors for short distance transportation
purpose. The mine shall give proper attention towards peripheral developmental
work so that local people will be benefited. He finally told that during movement of
sand loaded vehicles there may be generation of dust pollution. Some
percentage of profit money/royalty from sand quarry shall expend towards Lord
Shiva temple of this village and it should be supervised by Govt. officials.

Sri Prabodh Kumar Dash, Zilla Parishad member

He appreciated the local administration for taking a proper initiative towards
auction of sand mining project over Brahmani river at Goradia village. He
mentioned that during his tenure as Sarpanch and at that time Ms. Usha Padhy,
Collector and District Magistrate, Dhenkanal during the year 2005, he requested
to the Government to take necessary steps for proper utilize of sand quarry
situated Goradia village. Today he expressed his happiness that after a long time
his demands has been fulfilled and for that project public hearing is going on. He
welcomed the gathering of the public hearing. He demanded that the with the
sand mining work, the mine authority should provide

a. Local employment opportunity

b. Provision for engagement of village Tractors

c. Development of village Temple and supervision through local

administration.
d. Water sprinkling facility at village roads for dust suppression purpose
e. Construction of embankment by stone boulders on the bank of Brahmani

river towards Balichaturai village and Goradia village.

He concluded that if the above mentioned demands should be fulfilled as soon as
possible by the lessee /government, then all the villagers will extend their support
with the mine proponent. He expressed his opinion in favour of the project.

Observation:

Generation of local employment opportunity, engagement of local tractors, repair and
maintenance of village road, construction of river embankment or patching through
stone boulder, provision of fund for village Temple development, adequate air and
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water pollution control and aforestation etc. were the most important issues emerged

during the discussion.

Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, State Pollution Control Board, Angul &
representative of State Pollution Control Board, Odisha, prepared the summary of
the public hearing proceedings accurately reflecting the views and concerns
expressed by the speakers with the inclusion of comments of the applicant read over
to the audience at the end of the meeting explaining the contents in the ODIA
Language and the agreed minutes of public hearing meeting was prekpared. The
statement of issues and concerns of public with the comments of applicant, prepared

in Odia and English language is annexed herewith separately.

The President of Public Hearing meeting Sri Sashank Sekhar Dash, Additional
District Magistrate, Dhenkanal District, ratified the minutes of meeting and with the
views and demands of public. He then delivered vote of thanks to the public for
extending co-operation in smooth conducting of the public hearing proceedings.
