PROCEEDINGS OF THE FUBLIC HEARING MEETING CONDUCTED ON 30.10.2021 AT
11 AM AT KARTIKESWAR PUJA MANDAP (PURUNA BAISINGHA VILLAGE) OF
BARUAN GP IN DHEMKANAL DISTRICT, IN RESPECT OF ENVIRONMENTAL
ASSESSMENT OF PROJECT PROPOSED BY THE TAHASILDER KAMAKHYANAGAR
FOR BARUAN SAND QUARRY OVER BRAHMANI RIVER, ABOUT AN AREA OF 5.06
HA. AT/MAUZA- BARUAN VILLAGE UNDER KAMAKHYANAGAR TAHASIL OF

DHENKANAL DISTRICT.

Public hearing in respect of Environmental Assessment of project proposed by the
Tahasijldar Kamakhyanagar for Baruan Sand Quarry over Brahmani River, about an area of

5.06 Ha. At/Mauza- Baruan village under Kamakhyanagar Tahasil of Dhenkanal District.

Sri Sashank Sekhar Dash, Additional District Magistrate, Dhenkanal District, supervised
and presided over the meeting, assisted by Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional officer. State
Poliution Control Board, Angul and the representative of State Pollution Control Board,

Odisha, Bhubaneswar.

At the outset Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, SPC Board, Angul welcome the
other panel member and the public, gave an introduction about the guidelines to be
followed for the public hearing in the light of EIA Notifications 2006 in respect of
Environmental Assessment of project proposed by the Tahasildar Kamakhyanagar for
Baruan Sand Quarry over Brahmani River, about an area of 5.06 Ha. At/Mauza- Baruan

village under Kamakhyanagar Tahasil of Dhenkanal District.

Sri Deba Prasad Choudhury, Consultant, Right Source Industrial Solutions Pvt. Ltd. on
behailf of the proponent addressed the committee members and assembled public and gave
a brief description about the proposed project. He also briefed about for Baruan Sand
Quarry over Brahmani River, about an area of 5.06 Ha. At/Mauza- Baruan village under
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Kamakhyanagar Tahasil of Dhenkanal District. He also briefed about the peripheral
development work that had been taken up in this area, and made a presentation about the
environmental management, pollution control measures, solid waste-management of the

related project. The copy of the statement of the industry read out at public hearing

proceedings is enclosed.

As per EIA Notification S.O 1533 (E) Dtd. 14-09-200€, notice for Public hearing in respect
of Baruan Sand Quarry over Brahmani River, over an area of 5.06 Ha. AMauza- Baruan
village under Kamakhyanagar Tahasil of Dhenkanal District was publicized at the office
notice Board of Baruan Gram Panchayat office notice Board, BDO Office at
Kamakhyanagar, Zilla Parisad (Zone-1) Office, Kamakhyanagar, Tahasil Office notice
Board, Kamakhyanagar, Sub Coliector, Kamakhyanagar Office and Baruan village and
Puruna Baisingha village. The notice for public hearing was also was published in Odia
Daily and English daily and displayed in the portal of SPCB website www.ospcboard.org for

public information and comments.

Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, State Pollution Contro! Board, Regional Office,
Angul & representative of State Pollution Control Board Odisha then invited the public to

present their views about the proposed project on environmental consideration.

The views expressed by various speakers are as follows:

01 | Sri Hrudananda Parida, Zilla Parisad Member, Zone Ill, Dhenkanal

He welcomes the proposed Baruan village sand mining project. He expressed that the
details of the proposed project has already described by Consultant of the project in all
respect. He expressed his sincere thanks to local administration and Tahasildar,
Kamakhyanagar for making auction of this Baruan village sand quarry over Brahmani
river. He mentioned that dishonestly removing sand from river beds without consent
constitutes theft. The un-regulated sand mining has resulted in the erosion of the river
banks resulting in increased flooding and causing a severe threat to villagers.
Additionally, the state is failing to generate substantial revenue that is spilling through
ilegal sand mining. This is a small village and consists of mostly small and marginal
cultivators and about 200 landless labourers. They used to work as labourers to
outside for earning money. He told that Govt. has taken appropriate steps towards
auction of Baruan sand quarry over Brahmani river so that sand will be proper utilize
for the development work. He requested to the District Administration that the local




villagers shall be given all types of assistance so that they will support sand mining

" activity. Expecting better employment opportunity especially for recruiting these 200

labourers. complete manual sand mining, repair and maintenance of two separate

'village roads. dust suppression measures like water sprinkiing facility on roads,

' adequate avenue plantation, provision of sand for the villagers with a discount price
 and further development activities in the periphery, he made a strong opinion in favour

of the proposed sand mining project and requested to the Administration to issue
Environmental Clearance against the proposed project.

Sri Arana Rout, Puruna Baisingha village

He mentioned that he was the Ex-President of this village and the villagers of Baruan
were earlier situated adjacent to Brahmani river and it was called as sand dune island.
He mentioned that due to continuous flood in this area their village has been shifted to
this area. He told that this piece of land {Puruna Baisingha village) was gifted by Royal
King of Dherkanal and since then they have established this village. He demanded for
a provision of local empioyment in the sand mining project shall be considered. The
mine shall give proper attention towards peripheral developmental work so that local
people will be benefited. He finally told that some percentage of profit money/royalty
from sand quarry shall expend towards village development purposes. Sand should be
transport through separate road. During transportation of sand loaded vehicles the
village road may be damaged, it shall be maintained properly.

Sri Sesha Behera, Puruna Baisingha village

He expressed that the connecting road from their village to Nilakanthadei Temple
become deteriorated and voids created. He requested to the Tahasildar,
Kamakhyanagar to take necessary steps towards repair of road.

Sri Narendra Mahganta, Puruna Baisingha village

He welcomed the gathering of the public hearing and also welcomed the proposed
sand mining project. He supported the views expressed by previous speaker. He told
that this Baruan sand quarry had been operated by the Puruna Baisingha 5 no. ward
villagers. Besides, he mentioned that before conducting this public hearing, District
Administration shall conduct a meeting earlier so that the villagers can put forth their
demands properly. He added that without any assistance from District Administration,
this village road starting from Puruna Baisingha to Baruan village has constructed by
villagers of Puruna Baisingha after purchasing the private lands. However, he
supported the Governments decision towards auction of sand quarry. His demands are

a) Local employment opportunity particularly engagement of about 200 laborer

category people,

b) Loading work should be done by local labours

c) Widening of narrow village road,

d) Adequate avenue plantation,

e) Water sprinkling facility,

f) Repair and maintenance of village road and river bank road and




g) Provision for engagement of village Tractors

+ Sri Bachhia Behera. Purura Baisingha village

i He expressed that the villagers does not have adequate income source except earning
. from laborer or cultivation. He told that without any assistance from District
Administration, this village road has constructed by villagers of Puruna Baisingha after
purchasing the private lands. During plying of sand loaded vehicles the village road
may be damaged. He requested to take adequate water sprinkling facility at viliage
roads for dust suppression purpose. The road shall be maintained properly. Earlier the
Baruan sand quarry has been operated by the villagers of Puruna Baisingha. The profit
money has been utilized for construction of Kali Temple and construction of village
road. With the sand mining activity, they have also proposed to construct an
amusement water park over Brahmani river and a statue of Baji Rout. In the meantime
they came to know that this sand quarry has auctioned by Tahasildar Kamakhya nagar.
They welcomed the Government decision. Whatever demands has raised by previous
speaker shall be fulfilled. Without elaborating anything in detail he supported the sand

mining project.

Sri Sonatan Behera, Puruna Baisingha village

He expressed that from his childhood to till date, the Baruan sand quarry has been
operated by the villagers of Puruna Baisingha. The profit money has been utilized for
construction of Temple as well as other developmental purposes. The lessee shall give
proper attention towards peripheral developmental work so that local people will be
benefited. Without elaborating anything in detail he supported the sand mining project.

Sri Ratnakar Behera, Puruna Baisingha village

He appreciated the views expressed by previous speakers. He mentioned that the
Baruan sand quarry has been operated by the villagers of Puruna Baisingha. Their
forefathers have constructed the village road by purchasing the private lands. The
village road shall not be damage at any cost. He mentioned that at many times the
villagers may require sand for different construction purpose. So he requested to the
mine proponent to provide sand to the villagers with a subsidized rate/ discount price.

Smt. Nedari Rout, Puruna Baisingha village

She mentioned that there is no public road passing through the village but the villagers
have made constructed a narrow road through their paddy fields for internal
movement after purchasing the private lands. Till date the villagers have been
maintaining the road in all respect. She does not want to allow movement of any sand
loaded vehicles through their village road with a apprehension that the road may
damage if there is movement of sand loaded trucks.
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Observation:

Generation of local employment oppertunity, engagement of local tractors, repair and
maintenance of village road, construction of river embankment or patching through stone
boulder, provision of fund for village Temple development, adequate air and water pollution
control and afforestation etc. were the most important issues emerged during the
discussion.

Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, State Pollution Control Board, Angul &
representative of State Pollution Control Board, Odisha, prepared the summary of the
public hearing proceedings accurately reflecting the views and concerns expressed by the
speakers with the inclusion of comments of the applicant read over to the audience at the
eﬁd of the meeting explaining the contents in the ODIA Lénguage and the agreed minutes
of public hearing meeting was prepared. The statement of issues and concerns of public

with the comments of applicant, prepared in Odia and English language is annexed

herewith separately.

The President of Public Hearing meeting Sri Sashank Sekhar Dash, Additional District
Magistrate, Dhenkanal District, ratified the minutes of meeting and with the views and
demands of public. He then delivered vote of thanks to the public for extending co-operation
in smooth conducting of the public hearing proceedings. ‘
