11:00AM AT SIRIGIDA YATRA PADIA, SIRIGIDA, TAHASIL - TALCHER OF ANGUL DISTRICT
IN RESPECT OF ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT ASSESSMENT FOR SIRIGIDA RIVER SAND BED
OF SMT. SANGHAMITRA BHUTIA OVER AN AREA OF 7.28 HA. IN VILLAGE SIRIGIDA

UNDER TALCHER TAHASIL OF ANGUL DISTRICT

Public hearing of project proposed by Smt. Sanghamitra Bhutia for Sirigida River
Sand Bed over ML area of 7.28 ha At/Mouza - Sirigida, Tahasil- Talcher of Angul District
was conducted on dated 27" April 2022 at 11:00AM at the scheduled location at Sirigida
Yatra Padia, Sirigida village under Talcher Tahasil of Angul District as per EIA

Notification, 2006.

The panel consisted of following members:

Shri Santosh Kumar Pradhan, OAS(S), Additional District Magistrate (Revenue),
Angul District, supervised and presided over the meeting and was assisted by Dr. Anup
Kumar Mallick, Regional officer, State Pollution Control Board, Angul and the

representative of State Pollution Control Board, Odisha, Bhubaneswar.

At the outset Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, SPC Board, Angul welcome
the other panel member, representative of the proponent and the public, gave an
introduction about the guidelines to be followed for the public hearing in the light of EIA
Notifications 2006 in respect of Environmental Impact Assessment for Sirigida River Sand
Bed of Smt. Sanghamitra Bhutia over an area of 7.28 ha in village Sirigida under Talcher

Tahasil of Angul District.

Sri Sudhir Kumar Nayak, Consultant, M/s. Ardra Consulting Services Pvt.,
Bhubaneswar on behalf of the proponent addressed the committee members and
assembled public and gave a brief description about the proposed project. He also
briefed about the peripheral development work that has proposed to be taken up in this

area, and made a presentation about the environmental management, pollution control
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measures, solid waste-management of the related project. The copy of the statement of

the mine read out at public hearing proceedings is enclosed.

As per EIA Notification S.0 1533 (E) Dtd. 14-09-2006, notice for public hearing of
Sirigida River Sand Bed of Smt. Sanghamitra Bhutia over an area of 7.28 ha. In village
Sirigida under Talcher Tahasil of Angul District was publicized at the office notice Board
of Sirigida Gram Panchayat office, Tahasil Office Talcher, Jilla Parisad Office Angul,
Block Chairman Office, Talcher and local villages of Sirigida etc. Public hearing also
publicized through loud speaker at the Sirigida village area. The notice for public hearing
was also was published in Odia Daily and English daily and displayed in the portal of SPCB

website www.ospcboard.org before one month for public information and comments.

Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, State Pollution Control Board, Regional
Office, Angul & representative of State Pollution Control Board Odisha then invited the

public to present their views about the proposed project on environmental consideration.

The views expressed by various speakers are as follows:

01 | Sri Krushna Chandra Gadnaik, Sirigida village

He expressed that due to sand mining activity the villagers may face flood related
problem. He requested to solve his issues otherwise he will sit before panel member.
The habitation also falls within 200m from the proposed sand mining area of
Brahmani river. Due to sand mining, there may be the damage of village roads during

plying of sand loaded vehicles. There may be some accident. During plying of

vehicles within the village road, noise pollution will be created and due to impact of
noise, senior citizens will face many problems. If vehicles will ply over village road,
school children may face so many problems. Finally, he submitted his written
representation before the panel members.

02 | Sri Gopal Chandra Gadnaik, Sirigida village

He mentioned that he has submitted his grievance through an application to the
Tahasildar, Talcher but till date he did not receive any reply from Tahasildar. He
expressed that he has some land where miscreants removed earth material for

making illegal bricks and presently a void created over his land. He requested the

Tahasildar to solve his land issues.

03 | Sri Gajendra Dash, Sirigida village

He welcomed the gathering of the public hearing and also welcomed the proposed
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sand mining project. He mentioned that sand has been excavated and theft illegally. j
It should be regularized immediately so that more employment will be generated. He

demanded that the with the sand mining work, the mine authority should provide

a. Local employment opportunity

b. Provision for engagement of village Tractors

Necessary steps to close illegal clamp brick around the river bank.
Water sprinkling facility at village roads for dust suppression purpose
Separate road for sand transportation.

Supply of sand to the villagers with reasonable price.

He expressed that the lessee should start its mining activity as soon as possible. He

expressed his opinion in favour of the project.

04

Sri Naresh Chandra Dash, Advocate, Sirigida village

He expressed that due to very high price of sand, the villagers are not able to do
their in-house civil works. Local contractors are facing similar problems in respect to
Government construction projects like Biju Pakka Ghar. He expressed that the lessee

should start its mining activity as soon as possible. He expressed his views in support

of the proposed sand mining project.

05

Sri Saroj Bhutia, Kankili, Similipal

He mentioned that due to scarcity and high rate of sand, the sanctioned road
construction project under Prime Minister Sadak Yoyona, Prime Minister Adarsha
Yoyona, Biju Pakka Ghar, local villagers sanitary toilets and roads could not be able
to start or completed. He expressed that the lessee should start its mining activity as
soon as possible. He demanded that local employment and proper dust suppression

measures should be taken up by the lessee with the production. He expressed his

views in support of the proposed sand mining project.

06

Sri Bhagirathy Sathpathy, Gunthubahal village

He mentioned that the local contractors are procuring sand from far distance with
high price. If local sand mining starts, the sand price will go down and all the local
villagers as well as local contractors will be benefitted. He requested the District
Administration to give necessary permission as soon as possible. He urged to the
District Administration that duh‘ng sand mining activity the mine proponent should
follow the guideline in all respect and to ensure that sand mining is done

in environmentally sustainable and socially responsible manner.
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| Sri Chabbil Kumar Samal, Kankili village

He welcomed the gathering of tie public hearing and also welcomed the proposed |
sand mining project. He supported the views expressed by previous speaker. He
expressed that due to scarcity of sand, completion of all Government construction
projects is delayed. He requested the District Administration to provide necessary
clearances as soon as possible. He mentioned that ponds of Kulei village area are
being affected due to dust pollution caused by GM Iron & Steel Ltd at Kulei. He

requested to maintain adequate pollution control measures and strict adherence of

sand mining guideline.

08

Sri Babuli Sethi, Biharipur village

He expressed that due to non-availability of sand, construction of all the Indira Abas
Ghar projects are being delayed. Simultaneously local villagers are also facing
problems for their small construction works due to non-availability of sand. He
expressed that the proposed sand mining project will lead to development in the
area and also for locals. He urged to the District Administration that with the
proposed sand mining project the lessee shall provide all types of assistance to the

nearby villages. He expressed his opinion in favour of the proposed sand mining

project.

09

Sri Purna Chandra Nath, Kankili village

He expressed due to acute scarcity of sand local construction projects are facing so
many difficulties. Local market sand price is also very high. He expressed that
opening of sand mine in this area & its operation will lead to more development of
surrounding villages and more employment generation of the area. Expecting better
employment opportunity and further development activities in the periphery, he
made a strong opinion in favour of the proposed sand mining project and requested

to the Administration to issue Environmental Clearance to the proposed project.

Sri Haresh Chandra Behera, Kankili village

He expressed his happiness about the sand mining project and he supported the sand
mining project. He mentioned that as on date the villagers are not getting sand for
construction of Indira Abas Shelters and villagers are facing so many difficulties. The
local market value of sand is more that Rs. 8000 per cft. He requested to the
District Administration that if the sand mining project starts the villagers as well as
local contractors will be benefitted in respect to employment and development of
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"poor villagers lifestyle. He requested to maintain adequate pollution control |

measures and strict adherence of sand mining guidelire.

11 | Sri Pradeep Kumar Dash, Sirigida village
With the mining activity, priority shall be peripheral development like development

of roads, health checkup facility, water sprinkling facility on village roads and repair
and maintenance of village roads. Finally he urged to the District Administration that
during sand mining activity the mine proponent should follow the guideline in all

respect and to ensure that sand mining is done in environmentally sustainable and

socially responsible manner.

12 | Sri Trilochan, Sirigida village
He welcomed the public hearing. He expressed that the lessee should start its mining

activity as soon as possible and may be within 7 days. He demanded that local

employment, repair and maintenance of village connecting roads, supply of drinking
water, proper dust suppression measures and plantation facility should be taken up

by the lessee with the production. He expressed his views in support of the proposed

sand mining project.

At the same time one villager Sri Gopal Gadnaik, Sirigida village submitted their written
statements before the panel members are enclosed separately.

Observation:

Generation of local employment opportunity, repair and maintenance of village road,
separate road for sand transportation, drinking water supply, adequate air and water

pollution control, repair and maintenance of village roads and afforestation etc. were the

most important issues emerged during the discussion.

Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, State Pollution Control Board, Angul &
representative of State Pollution Control Board, Odisha, prepared the summary of the
public hearing proceedings accurately reflecting the views and concerns expressed by the
speakers with the inclusion of comments of the applicant read over to the audience at
the end of the meeting explaining the contents in the ODIA Language and the agreed

minutes of public hearing meeting was prepared. The statement of issues and concerns of
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public with the comments of applicant, prepared in Odia and English language is annexed

herewith separately.

The President of Public Hearing meeting Shri Santosh Kumar Pradhan, OAS(S), Additional
District Magistrate (Revenue), Angul District, ratified the minutes of meeting and with
the views and demands of public. He then delivered vote of thanks to the public for
extending co-operation in smooth conducting of the public hearing proceedings.
