KAMAKHYANAGAR TAHASIL OF DHENKANAL DISTRICT

Public hearing of project proposed by Tahasildar, Kamakhyanagar for Gangijodi
Sand Quarry over ML area of 5.06ha At/Mouza - Gangijodi, Tahasil- Kamakhyanagar of
Dhenkanal District was conducted on dated 12 May 2022 at 11:00AM at the scheduled
location at Nearby Gangijodi Chhak (Plot no.1502, Khata no.426), Gangijodi Village,
Tahasil - Kamakhyanagar of Dhenkanal District as per EIA Notification, 2006.

Sri Sashank Sekhar Dash, OAS (SAG), Additional District Magistrate, Dhenkanal
District, supervised and presided over the meeting and was assisted-by Dr. Anup Kumar

Mallick, Regional officer, State Pollution Control Board, Angul and the representative of

State Pollution Control Board, Odisha, Bhubaneswar.

At the outset Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, SPC Board, Angul welcome
the other panel member, representative of the proponent and the public, gave an
introduction about the guidelines to be followed for the public hearing in the light of EIA
Notifications 2006 in respect of Environmental Impact Assessment for Gangijodi Sand
Quarry proposed by Tahasildar, Kamakhyanagar over an area of 5.06ha At/Mouza -

Gangijodi, Tahasil- Kamakhyanagar of Dhenkanal District.

Sri Debaprasad Choudhury, Consultant, M/s. Rightsource Industrial Solutions Pvt.
Ltd. on behalf of the proponent welcomed the dignitaries on the dais and assembled
public and gave a brief description about the proposed project. He also briefed about the
peripheral development work that has proposed to be taken up in this area, and made a

presentation about the environmcntal management, pollution control measures, solid

waste management of the related project. The copy of the statement of the project

proponent read at public hearing proceedings is enclosed.

As per EIA Notification S.0 1533 (E) Dtd. 14-09-2006, notice for public hearing of
Gangijodi Sand Quarry proposed by Tahasildar, Kamakhyanagar over an area of 5.06ha
At/Mouza - Gangijodi, Tahasil- Kamakhyanagar of Dhenkanal District was publicized at
the office notice Board of Kantapal Gram Panchayat Office, Tahasil Office
Kamakhyanagar, Jilla Parisad Office, Dhenakanal, Block Chairman Office, Kamakhyanagar
and local villages of Gangijodi, etc. Public hearing also publicized through loud speaker
at the Gangijodi village area. The notice for public hearing was also was published in
Odia Daily and English daily and displayed in the portal of SPCB website

www.ospcboard.org before one month for public information and comments.

Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, State Pollution Control Board, Regional
Office, Angul & representative of State Pollution Control Board Odisha then invited the

public to present their views about the proposed project on environmental consideration.

The views expressed by various speakers are as follows:

01 | Sri Narayan Mahapatra, Village President, Kaliahata village
He welcomed the dignitaries on the dais and gathering of the public hearing. He

expressed that sand is the only treasure they have, their village have mainly farmers

and daily laborers and therefore, if sand quarry operates here Government will get
some revenue by which our village will also develop. He welcomed the project on
two-three conditions, whoever takes the lease, village roads safety and its
maintenance should be taken care of, plantation of trees along either sides of the
road from quarry to Kantapal chhak, construction of permanent relief camp at
Jharasahi village located near to the river bank, he suggested that there is a school
nearby and if three rooms of school is repaired it can be used as shelter during flood
and development of the village temple. After meeting in their village, people have
decided that quarry project should come. Whoever takes the lease should consult
with village committee for development work of the village. If their committee’s
demand will not be fulfilled, they will take action accordingly. He complained that
OTPCL is taking water from the river near to their village but no development work is
being done by them. If peripheral development works proposed by the project

proponent will be implemented, they will be very happy.
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Sri Duitikrushna Sahoo, Gangijodi village

He mentioned that due to proposed sand mining project they will face many
problems. Vegetable farming is being done by the villagers along river baiik and
along either sides of the road connecting proposed mine area and village. With sand
mining dust emission will happen which will damage their vegetable crops. Vehicle
will ply 24 hours on roads of both villages due to which accident of school going
children will happen, murder will be committed, outside people will come here and

ruckus will be created, therefore, he requested not to allow the sand mining project

and demanded safety of the people.

Sri Susanta Nayak, Gangijodi village

He welcomed the gathering of the public hearing. He also expressed that many
problems will be created due to mining. People in the village depends on the farming
only. Village road is not suitable for plying of heavy vehicles such as dumper or hyva.

By plying of vehicle environment will be polluted, accidents of school children will

happen, therefore, sand mining should not be operated.

Sri Pradeep Kumar Nayak, Gangijodi village

He expressed that they oppose the sand mining project because many problems will
created due to proposed project. Their village is completely depended on the
agriculture and villagers do farming using the road along river, if vehicles will ply

over this road, their vegetable crops will be damaged due to dust emission.

05

Sri Bijaya Kumar Maharana, Gangijodi village

He mentioned that he was also used to be a public representative and what he
understands from villagers that vegetable crops along river bank will be damaged
due to sand mining. Small children in village area will meet accidents due to vehicles
plying on village roads. There will be no fixed time for plying of sand loaded vehicles

on village road, vehicles will ply throughout the day due to which villagers and

school children will face problems.

Sri Bijaya Kumar Sahoo, Gangijodi village

He welcomed the gathering of the public hearing and expressed that there is small
hamlet called Jharasahi having about 80 households located at about 200-300m away
from river bank. There is no proper road to this village, there is only a middle road

and houses are built either sides of this road. If sand mining is allowed, first

residents of this village will be affected followed by crops cultivated by the farmers
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" Ton the either side of the road will be affected. School going children and children |
while playing in fields or near to the village roads will meet accidents due to plying
of tractors/hyva of the proposed sand mine. Therefore, they request the district

administration to not allow the proposed sand mining project. If required, they will

protest against the proposed project.

Observation;

Construction of permanent relief camp at Jharasahi village, development of the village
temple, repair, maintenance and safety of village road, crop damage due to air pollution,

accidents due to plying of vehicles on village road, etc. were the most important issues

emerged during the discussion.

Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, State Pollution Control Board, Angul &
representative of State Pollution Control Board, Odisha, prepared the summary of the
public hearing proceedings accurately reflecting the views and concerns expressed by the
speakers with the inclusion of comments of the applicant read over to the audience at
the end of the meeting explaining the contents in the ODIA language and the agreed
minutes of public hearing meeting was prepared. The statement of issues and concerns of
public with the comments of applicant, prepared in Odia and English language is annexed

herewith separately.

The President of Public Hearing meeting Sri Sashank Sekhar Dash, OAS (SAG), Additional
District Magistrate, Dhenkanal District, ratified the minutes of meeting and with the
views and demands of public. He then delivered vote of thanks to the public for

extending co-operation in smooth conducting of the public hearing proceedings.

ISSUES RAISED BY PUBLIC

COMMENT OF APPLICANT

The issues raised at the public hearing meeting are
mainly two fold. These are issues concerning to
pollution due to proposed sand mining activity and
its mitigation and issues relating to development
of the area i.e. peripheral development.

The issues concerning to control of pollution are

1. Dust emission and crop damage due to air
pollution.

2. Traffic control to avoid road accidents.

The issues concerning to development of the area
are:-

3. Provision for repair and maintenance of
village roads.

4. Construction of permanent relief camp at
Jharasahi village and development of the
village temple.

Sri Jasaketan Nayak, Tahasildar, |
Kakakhyanagar on behalf of the
proponent who was present at the
public hearing gave his comments to
certain demands raised by public as
follows.

1. Water tanker shall be engaged
for the water sprinkling over
village road to control dust
emission during sand
transportation.

2. Vehicles will ply at limited speed
and at slotted timings and
adequate traffic control
measures shall be adopted all
along village roads and near
schools to avoid road accidents.

3. To keep the village road in good
condition, infrastructure
facilities will be provided by the
District ~ Administration and
regular repair and maintenance
of village road shall be done.

4. Peripheral development works as
proposed in the EIA report will
be carried in consultation with
village committee.
